Special features of this year’s show will be a nautical flea market throughout
the day, the display of a newly built Gloucester Light Dory, which is up for sale as a fund raiser for the Museum,
and boat building demonstrations. If you have something to donate to the flea market- nautical stuff, foul weath-
er gear, PFDs, boats, oars, paddles, etc. — please indicate those items on the registration form.

Exhibit space on our campus green and in the parking lot for larger boats is only $20. Display a project-in-
progress, an outboard motor collection, ship models, or other maritime-related exhibits. For boats in the water,
the registration fee is $30 per boat at the museum’s dock on a first-come, first-served basis. Additional space is
available at the Municipal Marina. Your registration fee includes a continental breakfast for participants and free
admission to the Museum for you and your “crew”. Each exhibitor will receive one boat show T-shirt. Additional
T-shirts can be ordered for $15 with your registration form prior to the show.

Our show is one of the oldest and most popular of its kind in the region. We draw boats of all kinds and sizes,
from large auxiliary sloops to dinghies and canoes. We particularly welcome demonstrations, photo journals,
or histories associated with your entry. Traditional boat builders/commercial accounts are invited to hang their
“shingle” for $50.

Our aim is to help perpetuate the building, restoration, and use of classic boats and small craft and to give par-
ticipants and the public an entertaining and informative learning experience. We will have demonstrations of
maritime skills during the show, and invite you to contact us if you or someone you know has a talent to share.
